DesignerSplash is an aluminium composite panel composed of 3.0mm high-density mineral fibre core sandwiched between 0.5mm aluminium skins
with a high-performance PE coating. The panels are fixed to the substrate using MS Polymer High Tack Adhesive in conjunction with Aluminium Trims.

Scope of Use

. DesignerSplash is intended for use as an internal lining on a vertical substrate.

The substrate, to which the DesignerSplash will be adhered, must be fixed to a structure that complies with the building code or to an existing
structure that has the equivalent stiffness of the framing provisions for

DesignerSplash should be fixed to the substrate using an MS Polymer High Tack Adhesive. Panel edges should be finished with Aluminum
Trims or MS Polymer Sealant.

. CAUTION: An electrician may be required! When installed in close proximity to an electrical installation, and there is a potential risk of touch
voltage (e.g. an unearthed power point), protective earthing should be provided.

If installed as a kitchen splashback, DesignerSplash panels must have a minimum 20mm setback from the side/rear edges of electric hobs.
For all gas cooktops, a minimum clearance of 200mm from the edge of the open-flame gas burner is required.

Note: Always refer to hob supplier instructions for worktop clearances and limitations on pot diameters and usage. Avoid the use of oversized
pots/pans/woks close to DesignerSplash, as this risks dents, heat damage and surface discolouration. PSP is not responsible for damages
caused by the misuse of kitchen cookware.

Limitations

The adhered DesignerSplash is not strong enough to support ‘stick-on’ fixtures such as shelves. These fixtures are not recommended, as
failure may cause damage to both the DesignerSplash and the substrate. It is best to install fixtures directly through to the framing.

DesignerSplash is not suitable for use behind cooktops with oven vents or rear heat sources. If unsure, please contact PSP.
